This report summarises the results of a survey of New Zealanders’ views on energy related and environment issues. The results provide insights into:
· The reversal of a gas and oil drilling ban and what this might mean to New Zealand’s reputation
· Preferred energy sources,  the use of gas and renewables 
· Policy preferences on energy and environmental issues
· Support on various environmental policy directions, including climate change.
The survey was conducted between 8th and 17th December 2025 among 1,057 adults nationwide who are members of Horizon Research’s HorizonPoll nationwide adult panel, the Horizon Research Māori Panel,  and a third-party online research panel used for source diversity. 

The sample was weighted on age, gender, ethnicity, personal income, region and party vote at the 2023 general election to reflect the New Zealand population.

The survey has a maximum margin of error, at a 95% confidence level of ±3% overall.

Offshore oil and gas exploration
Opinion on the reversal of new offshore oil and gas exploration is divided.
79% of New Zealanders (equivalent to around 3,034,000 adults[footnoteRef:1]) have heard something[footnoteRef:2] about the current government's recent decision to allow new offshore oil and gas exploration. [1:  All population estimates based on Stats NZ Census 2023 data. Adults aged 18+ = 3,865,235. All numbers rounded to nearest thousand. ]  [2:  A great deal/fair amount/a little] 

40% (1,539,000 adults) agree with the decision to allow new offshore oil and gas exploration.
· 36% (1,403,000 adults) disagree with the decision. 
Main reasons for supporting the reversal of new oil and gas exploration are about energy and economic security. Main reasons for opposing are damage to the environment and fit with New Zealand’s image.

46% (1,782,000 adults) think the Government’s reversal of offshore oil and gas exploration ban will do some damage to New Zealand’s reputation. 
49% (1,882,000 adults) are concerned that resuming offshore oil and gas exploration will damage New Zealand’s international reputation. 
70% (2,690,000 adults) think New Zealand has some responsibility to support Pacific Island countries already facing severe climate impacts. 
Free trade agreements
There is concern of potential trade or legal risks from weakening climate policies. 
53% (2,041,000 adults) are concerned.
36% (1,380,000 adults) are not concerned. 


Climate change and climate action
New Zealanders are concerned about climate change and believe the current Government’s performance on tackling it is poor. 
67% (2,590,000 adults) are concerned about climate change. 
41% (1,577,000 adults) say the Government’s performance on tackling climate change is poor. 
· 20% (777,000 adults) say it is good.
54% (2,068,000 adults) think the Government should be doing more to tackle climate pollution.
51% (1,964,000 adults) say, if a general election was held tomorrow, they would be likely to vote for a political party that promised swift and decisive action to reduce climate pollution.
55% express negative feelings on how they think the current Government is managing climate change, while 31% express positive ones.
Only 4%  are excited and 5% inspired and proud about how the government is managing climate change.

[bookmark: _Toc219112496]Offshore oil and gas exploration
Before starting the survey, respondents were shown the following information. 
In 2018, the government at that time banned new offshore oil and gas exploration, which was widely described as a major climate milestone.
The current government has reversed that decision, saying that gas is needed for energy security and to grow the economy by using the country’s resources.
Others argue gas contributes to higher household energy bills and climate change pollution, and that we should focus on increasing renewable energy rather than fossil fuel energy, especially as global renewable energy generation and investment is rapidly increasing. They say any new gas found won’t be available to use until at least the mid-2030s at the earliest.

Before answering questions, respondents were shown the following information: 
New Zealand generates most of its electricity from renewable sources like hydro dams, wind farms, and geothermal plants. These are cheaper to run because the "fuel" (water, wind, heat from the earth) is free once the infrastructure is built.
However, when there's not enough rain for hydro, or not enough wind for turbines, New Zealand needs backup power, which has traditionally come from fossil fuel sources such as gas-fired power stations or coal. Gas is a fossil fuel that must be purchased at market prices, making it more expensive to generate electricity than renewables.
In New Zealand’s electricity market, the price everyone pays is set by the most expensive power plant needed to keep the lights on at that moment.
So when gas plants have to run, their high price determines the price of all electricity generated at that time, even the cheap renewable ones.
These higher wholesale prices flow through to household bills. When gas plants are needed, the whole market becomes more expensive, and households end up paying more for electricity.
The current New Zealand government says gas is necessary to ensure reliability, while others argue investing in more renewables, like household solar, would make power cheaper and cleaner.
